Special Pickup Deadline Oct. 1 |

Thursday, October 1, is the last day for Town of Vienna residents to call for a Spe-
cial Pickup this year. No orders for Special Pickups will be taken in October, November,
December, and January so that Town crews can concentrate on leaf collection.

To dispose of furniture, building materials, brush, and other debris not included in
the regular trash collection, residents can order a Special Pickup. Place discards at the
curbside, then call the Special Pickup recording at 703-255-5727 and be prepared to leave
the following information: your name, address, daytime phone number, amount of debris,
and type of debris. Special Pickups can also be arranged online; go to www.viennava.gov/
Town_Services/trash.htm#pickups.

Please order your Special Pickup as soon as debris is placed at the curbside. Piles of
trash that go uncollected for weeks on end because of residents’ failure to call for a Spe-
cial Pickup are an eyesore and a potential health and safety hazard. It is illegal to place
debris in the public right-of-way without arranging for a Special Pickup. When an illegal
pile of trash is spotted by or reported to Town personnel, the resident will receive a notice
to call for a Special Pickup within 48 hours. If no action is taken by the resident after the
notice is issued, the Town will seek legal remedy to gain compliance.

Each residence is allowed two free Special Pickup loads each year. Additional pick-
ups may be arranged at a charge of $75 per load for all items except brush; additional
loads of brush will be charged at $25 each. Each Special Pickup is limited to one single-
axle dump truck load (about the size of a Volkswagen “beetle™).

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Vienna Police Want You to Stay Safe
by Seeing “EYE TO EYE”

The Town of Vienna Police Department has introduced a new safety campaign targeting motor vehicle drivers, bicyclists, and pede-
strians in hopes that the interaction of all three can be a bit safer. Too often in Vienna our agency responds to crashes involving a motor
vehicle and either a bicyelist or pedestrian. Most times we believe that had the two involved parties made “EYE TO EYE™ contact, the
crash might have been avoided. Many crashes are easily prevented if one or more of the parties anticipates and acts defensively in order
to avoid the crash, regardless of who was right and who was wrong. Even though one party might have the right of way, action taken by
the other can prevent a crash. Being right and getting injured is never better than being a little inconvenienced and staying safe.

In Vienna we continue to see two basic types of crashes recurring throughout the year. One is a scenario in which a bicyclist (or pe-
destrian) is traveling along the sidewalk and crossing a driveway apron. The bicyclist does not anticipate the car turning into the driveway
and the car’s driver does not look far enough back to see the bicyclist or pedestrian.

The second example is a bicyelist (or pedestrian) attempting to cross a street at a crosswalk while a motor vehicle is attempting to
turn right on a red signal. The car’s driver has his attention focused to the left while looking for a break in traffic. The bicyclist (or pede-
strian) enters the crosswalk assuming they have the right of way because the car is at a stop.

In both of these scenarios, if the involved parties had simply made eye contact, the crashes would probably have been prevented.
Citizens will begin seeing the new “EYE TO EYE” logo around town in hopes that we can improve the bicycle, pedestrian, and mo-
tor vehicle interactions and have everyone traveling through Vienna make “EYE TO EYE” contact before proceeding.

VML Enhances Service to Citizens

This past year has been very interest-
ing in many ways. In October of 2008, |
was elected to serve as President of the
Virginia Municipal League (VML), which
is the association of cities and towns
throughout Virginia.

Permit Now Required for “PODS”

At its August 17 meeting, the Town Council adopted a $25 permit fee for the place-
ment of portable storage containers in residential zones. (Commercial and industrial

zones would be part of site plan review.)

All portable storage containers now must have a permit and for a maximum time pe-
riod of 30 days in any 12-month consecutive time period, except for bona-fide construc-
tion activity. If a valid building permit is in effect, a container may remain up to 6 months
within any 12-month time period. The dimensions of all containers cannot exceed 16 feet
in length, 8 feet in width, nor 8 feet in height. All containers must be located on private
property on a paved surface or driveway (except where a building permit has been is-

sued).

There are a number of these containers currently around Town; some have remained
for much longer than 30 days. All such containers are temporary in nature and will not be
“grandfathered” by virtue of these changes to the Town Code.

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Please Review These Guidelines
Before Calling for Your Special Pickup

Special Pickups are for the sole use of the property where the trash has been gener-
ated and cannot be transferred to another property in the town. All items must be placed
at the curb or edge of pavement in front of your property. Discards should not be placed
so that they block the sidewalk or street, under power lines or trees, or close to shrubs,
walls, or vehicles. Place all piles in an open area accessible to a crane truck.

The amount and type of debris are limited to the following:
1. Discarded furniture (except plastic), swing sets, and playground equipment (except
plastic).
2. Sod and brush. Brush must be separated from other Special Pickup materials.
3. 300 pounds of scrap metal, small automobile parts such as engine blocks, transmis-
sions, and tires. All tires must be removed from the rim.
4. Trees and limbs of a diameter greater than 1%2 inches and less than 6 inches, and no
more than 8 feet in length.
5. Building materials (not generated by contractor), which include the following items:
wood, broken concrete, bricks or block, fences, drywall, and paneling. Each residence is
limited to 300 pounds (approximately two wheelbarrow loads) of masonry items such as
concrete, brick, block, stone, rock, etc. per pickup. If you employ contractors for home
renovations or other services, they must take any waste away with them. The Town’s
Special Pickup program is meant to aid residents in disposing of bulky materials after
performing the work themselves. Contractor-generated waste material will not be picked

up.

All sharp items such as box cutters, razors, saw blades, and large panes of glass should
be wrapped in several layers of newspaper. In the interest of safety, parents should cau-
tion their children not fo play in or around debris placed at the curb for a Special Pickup.

The Public Works Department will not pick up the following items:

Gas tanks.

Fuel oil tanks.

Any motor powered by gas or diesel fuel.

Pressurized tanks such as propane, air, or Freon.

5. Mounted tires. (Town crews will pick up the tire and the rim as long as they are se-
parated.)

6. Tree stumps and tree parts over 6 inches in diameter. Large tree stumps or tree parts
over 6 inches can be disposed of at the Fairfax County Transfer Station located on West
Ox Road or at the Fairfax County Landfill located in Lorton.

7. Paint cans. Hazardous materials such as fuel tanks, paints, solvents, insecticides,
fluorescent light tubes, etc. can be disposed of through the Fairfax County Hazardous
Waste Disposal Program. The drop-off center for hazardous waste is the 1-66 Citizens’
Recycling and Disposal Facility at 4618 West Ox Rd. (just beyond the Fire and Rescue
training academy). Call 703-324-5068 for more information.

8. Biohazardous waste, including needles and syringes.

9. Contractor-generated material.

10. Brush and trash that are mixed.

11. Dirt.

12. White goods, including stoves, dishwashers, refrigerators, window air conditioners,
whole house air conditioners, microwave ovens, hot water heaters, garbage disposals,
washing machines, dryers, cook-tops, dehumidifiers, and furnaces.
