This Month in History

from the Vienna Newsletter archives

MARCH 2000 — Ten-digit local telephone dialing within the 703 area code becomes
mandatory as of March 1, and Bell Atlantic will introduce a new area code overlay April
1. Once this new area code, 571, goes into effect, both area codes will serve the geo-
graphic area now served by the 703 area code.

MARCH 1990 — At its March 21 general membership meeting, two recipients will
share Historic Vienna Inc.’s first Heritage Preservation Award. They are former Dele-
gate Dorothy McDiarmid for her efforts in the General Assembly on behalf of funding
for the restoration of the Moorefield house, and Connie and Mayor Stuntz for their com-
pilation of Vienna history in their book This Was Vienna, Virginia: Facts and Photos.

MARCH 1980 — Vienna’s first comprehensive financial report has been published,
which lists several improvements in the Town’s financial operations. One of the most
important is the recent start of a conversion of computerized operations to a new system
that should increase data processing capability significantly and provide a greatly
strengthened system of automated checks and balances to guard against human error.

MARCH 1970 — Several problems have been encountered this year due to the snow,
and the cold weather that prevented its melting. During the biggest storm, plows were
unable to get into some cul-de-sacs at all, due to the number of cars parked on the street.
Complaints were received that plows blocked entrances to driveways after they had been
cleared. While much of this is unavoidable, the accumulation into driveways would be
less if vehicles were not parked in the street.

Business License Renewal Deadline

Town businesses are reminded that March 1 is the deadline for payment of the an-
nual business. professional, and occupational license (BPOL) tax. All businesses in the
Town of Vienna, including home occupations, must renew their business licenses each
year.

The amount of the tax is based on gross receipts, and the rate varies sco ding to the
Lype of business. The gross receipts threshold is $50,000, below which « e tax does not
apply. Businesses with gross receipts of $50,000 or less pay only the minimum license
fee of $30 per year.

This
includes tree work, snow removal, home
repair, magazine sales, or any number of
other things.

NEVCA Awarded County Grant
for Northside Planting Project

The Northeast Vienna Citizens Association (NEVCA) has received a $3,375 Neigh-
borhood Enhancement Partnership Program Award from Fairfax County to assist with the
native replanting of Northside Park. The grant will be used to purchase native plant ma-
terial that will be placed throughout the park in locations where invasives have been re-
moved. As part of the grant, NEVCA is required to match the funds with volunteer hours
to help plant the trees and shrubs. It is hoped that planting will take place this spring.

Tips for Homeowners
on Invasive Plants

An “invasive” plant is defined as a species that is non-native to the ecosystem and
the introduction of which causes or is likely to cause harm. Your Vienna Community En-
hancement Commission recommends that you avoid planting English ivy, “running”
bamboo, kudzu, or mile-a-minute and offers the following methods to fight back against
these invasive plants common to our area:

To remove English ivy:
e Cut stems close to the base with pruning shears or saw;
* Pull back stems that lead to the ground if they come readily;
* Do not pull ivy off bark (may damage the bark, expose it to invasive organisms, or
cause a beehive or nest to fall).

To remove bamboo:
* Do so except when birds are nesting (spring, early summer);
= Cut with saw at the bottom of the stalk;
* Continue to cut down each year as it re-appears.

To remove kudzu and mile-a-minute:
* Trace the vine to the ground runner (brown, about one inch in diameter);
« Follow the runner to the root crown, where the runner enters the ground;
* Dig to the root crown and cut just below it (herbicide can be used on the crown);
repeat when the invasives re-appear.

Please Trim Plantings for Safety

Now that spring is in the air, residents are reminded to keep bushes, hedges, and oth-
er plantings trimmed so that they do not obstruct the vision of motorists or impede pedes-
trians and bicyclists. The Town Code restricts the height of vegetation to three feet above
the curb level within 25 feet of an intersection. All the walkers and bikers in town will
appreciate it!

Tax Relief Offered to Senior and
Disabled Low-income Homeowners

Both the Town of Vienna and Fairfax County offer real estate tax relief for low-
income homeowners who are 65 years old and over, or permanently and totally disabled.
To quality, the following requirements must be met:

* Total household income of $72,000 or less. This amount excludes $6,500 of in-
come of relatives, other than the spouse, who reside in the household. Also excluded is
$7,500 of any income received by a disabled homeowner. 100% tax relief is given for
total combined income of $52,000 or less, 50% tax relief between $32,001 and $62.000,
and 25% tax relief between $62,001 and $72,000.

e Total combined assets of no more than $340,000. This amount excludes the value
of the residence, up to one acre of land, and household furnishings.

* Disabled persons applying for the first time must show evidence of disability.

In addition to real estate tax relief, Fairfax County provides rental grants and relief
from personal property tax for one automobile per household.

Applications for 2010 for all programs are due April 1. This date may be extended
to December 31 of next year for first-time filers or if hardship conditions exist which,
through no fault of the applicant, prohibit applying by April 1.

Water Mains
Flushed in Spring

Each spring the Town of Vienna flush-
es the water mains in its distribution system
in order to maintain a high standard of water
quality and to ensure proper and efficient
operation of the fire hydrants. The preven-
tive maintenance program begins in early
April, and flushing usually occurs between
11 p.m. and 5 a.m.

Water mains are flushed by opening the
fire hydrants and allowing the water to flow
freely for a short period of time. The flush-
ing cleans out sediment that normally ac-
cumulates during the summer and winter,
and enables the Town to test and perform
routine maintenance on the 800+ fire hy-
drants within its service area.

Flushing may result in some discolora-
tion and the presence of sediment in the wa-
ter reaching your home or business. These
conditions are not harmful and should be of
short duration. If you encounter discolored
water in your home, run the faucet until the
water is clear. The Town appreciates your
tolerance of this inconvenience. If you need
