SPRING STREET SWEEPING SCHEDULE
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WATER MAINS FLUSHED IN SPRING

Each spring the Town of Vienna  ushes the water 
mains in its distribution system in order to maintain a 
high standard of water quality and to ensure proper 
and e   cient operation of the  re hydrants. The 
preventive maintenance program begins in early April, 
and  ushing usually occurs between 7:30 a.m. and 3:30 
p.m.;  however, some  ushing will be performed during 
nighttime hours due to the hydrants location or not to 
interrupt tra   c  ow on major roadways.

Water mains are  ushed by opening the  re hydrants 
and allowing the water to  ow freely for a short period 
of time. The  ushing cleans out sediment that normally 
accumulates during the summer and winter, and enables 
the Town to test and perform routine maintenance on 
the 800+  re hydrants within its service area. 

Flushing may result in some discoloration and the 
presence of sediment in the water reaching your home 
or business. These conditions are not harmful and 
should be of short duration. If you encounter discolored 
water in your home, run the faucet until the water is 
clear. The Town appreciates your tolerance of this 
inconvenience. If you need more information, please 
call the Water and Sewer Customer Service O   ce at 
703-255-6385.

Both the Town of Vienna and Fairfax County o  er 
real estate tax relief for low-income homeowners 
who are 65 years old and over, or permanently 
and totally disabled.  To qualify, the following 
requirements must be met:

• Total household income of $72,000 or less.  
This amount excludes $6,500 of income of 
relatives, other than the spouse, who reside 
in the household.  Also excluded is $7,500 
of any income received by the disabled 
homeowner.  One-hundred percent tax relief 
is given for total combined income of $52,000 
or less, 50% tax relief between $52,001 and 
$62,000 and 25% tax relief between $62,001 
and $72,000.

• Total combined assets of no more than 
$340,000.  This amount excludes the value 
of the residence, up to one acre of land and 
household furnishings.

• Disabled persons applying for the  rst time 
must show evidence of disability.

In addition to real estate tax relief, Fairfax County 
provides rental grants and relief from personal 
property tax for one automobile per household.

Applications for 2011 for all programs are due 
April 1.  This date may be extended to December 
31 of next year for  rst-time  lers or if hardship 
conditions exist which, through no fault of the 
applicant, prohibit applying by April 1.

FREE INCOME TAX PREPARATION 
AND ASSISTANCE
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We hear much talk about gardening with natives. What precisely 
is the logic behind this gardening philosophy? Why grow native 
plants?

Native plants are essential to the ecological balance developed 
here over thousands of years, giving survival for all creatures.  In 
Doug Tallamy’s book “Bringing Nature Home” he explains to us 
that native plants provide the right food source for local insects 
that in turn provide the right food source for local wildlife such 
as songbirds, box turtles etc.

Traditionally we gardeners have chosen to grow many non-
native plant species.  We refer to these types of plants as pest 
free.  There is a reason for that as local insect populations have 
not developed taste buds for these newly introduced plants yet 
and may not for a very long time.

In addition, using natives requires less “input” such as irrigation, 
fertilizers and toxic pesticides, which equates to a lower 
maintenance landscape.  Growing plants that require less 
water is a big bonus with an ever increasing population and the 
need to reduce our water use in the landscape becomes ever 
more important. Natives also attract wildlife such as birds and 
butter  ies to our garden providing us with a wonderful nature 
show!

A few natives I recommend for our area are:
Trees:
• Red, White and Willow Oak (Quercus species)
• Red Maple (Acer rubrum)
• Blackgum (Nyssa sylvatica)
• Serviceberry (Amelcanchier canadensis)
• American dogwood (Cornus  orida)
• American redbud (Cersis canadensis) 
Shrubs:
• Sparkleberry holly (Ilex verticillata)
• Beautyberry (Aronia arbutifolia “Brilliant”)
• Summersweet (Clethra alnifolia)
• Virginia sweetspire (Itea virginica ‘Henry’s Garnet’)  
Perennials:
• Aster ‘October Skies’
• Echinacea ‘Magnus’
• Helenium autumnale
• Lobelia cardinalis
• Nepeta “Walker’s Low’
• Agastache ‘  rebird’
• Agastache ‘Blue Fortune’.

March 1991: Vienna’s government o   ces and vehicles are blooming with 
yellow ribbons in honor of U.S. armed forces serving in the Persian Gulf War.  
The yellow ribbons, symbol of America’s desire for the safe return of loved 
ones from overseas, now  y from the antennas of 86 Town vehicles, and Town 
Clerk Carol Orndor   gave employees a crash course in making  orist-style 
bows for o   ce doors.  Thanks to Charlotte’s Florist, which donated 100  yards 
of yellow ribbon to the e  ort.

March 1981: The Vienna Jayteens invite all third through sixth graders to a 
sock hop on March 15 in the Vienna Community Center Game Room.  The $1 
admission charge includes soft drinks, popcorn, and a disc jockey to play all 
the latest records.
