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Moorefield Restoration Study

Historic Vienna, Inc., recently pre-
sented to the Town Council a con-
sultant’s study on the feasibility of
restoring the Moorefield house in south-
west Vienna and finding a suitable
use for the house.

Moorefield, constructed around 1790
and the oldest house still standing in
Vienna, is located within the Townes
of Moorefield subdivision off Nutley
Street. It is listed on both the Vir-
ginia Register of Historic Landmarks
and the National Register of Historic
Places. The Town has owned the
property since 1975 and, along with
Historic Vienna and other interested
parties, has attempted to find a use
for Moorefield and funds for its res-
toration.
