To Trim Shrubbery

Property owners are reminded that
Town ordinance requires that tree
branches, shrubs, vines and hedges be
trimmed so that they do not obstruct
sidewalks or other public rights-of-
way.

Don’t let branches overhang side-
walks where they can endanger pedes-

trians and bicyclists. Hedges and
shrubs should be cut well back from

walkways to allow safe and easy pas-
sage.

It is recommended that shrubbery be
trimmed in a curved shape away from
the sidewalk so that sunlight reaches
the lower branches.
