During the cleanup, uouschold dis-
cards and debris placed at the curb-
side will be picked up free of charge
by Department of Public Works crews.
The only limitations are as follows:

e Each residence is limited to 300
pounds each of concrete and scrap
metal.

e Whole automobile bodies will not
be picked up.

e Only two major appliances may be
discarded per residence.

¢ Leaves will not be picked up by
cleanup crews.

s No debris of any kind may be brought
in from outside of town for pickup.

Please separate brush and branches
from other discards and keep all
cleanup items away from regular trash,
fire hydrants, water meters, utility
poles, gas valves and fences.

Because cleanup crews comprise
the same personnel who perform street
maintenance and other public works
duties, there is time for only one
cleanup sweep in each quadrant of
town. Crews cannot double back along
the cleanup route.

County to Test
Home Radon Levels

Fairfax County’s Environmental
Health staff will be conducting radon
studies in homes this winter ani next
winter. The service will begin about
December 1 and will be available to
residenits of Fairfax County, includ-
ing the Town of Vienna.

The program is two-fold: approxi-
mately 600 homes will be tested based
on homeowner requests and approxi-
mately 600 more homes will be select-
ed based on the geulogical forma tion
on which the home is located.

Homes to be tested will be mailed
a test kit with instructions for the

placement of the kit and return mail-
ing. If test results are above recom-
mended levels, additional tests will
be made in the home. Where radon
levels continue to exceed the recom-
mended levels, surveys of the homes
may be made by County staff or home-
owners referred to companies that
survey homes and recommend methods
of reducing the radon level.

Vienna residents who wish to parti-
cipate in this voluntary program may
contact the Environmental Health Di-
vision after October 1. Call 246-5525.
Depending on the response, not all
requests may be honored since the
total number will be structured to in-
clude homes in all areas of the county.

TWO BOND ISSUES ON BALLOT

In the General Election uvn Tues-
day, November 4, Fairfax County
voters will decide two bond referen-
da. A school bond referendum pro-
poses the issuance of $146.12 mil-
lion in Fairfax County general ob-
ligation bonds to fund school im-
provements and construction. A
$#20 million neighborhood improve-
ment program bond referendum would
be used to finance the construction
and reconstruction of streets and
sidewalks in the county.

CONSTITUTIONAL QUESTIONS

Voters will also be asked Novem-
ber 4 to decide on four Virginia Con-
stitutional amendments. One amend-
ment would allow a person who has
failed to vote for four consecutive
years to remain registered by in-
dicating in writing a desire to do so.
The person must reside at the same
address under which currently regis-

tered in order to be eligible to use
this procedure.

A second amendment would author-
ize the Virginia Supreme Court to
directly answer questions of state
law referred by either a federal court
or the highest appellate court of
another state, thereby avoiding the
more cumbersome and expensive
procedure of requiring litigants to
bring separate actions in Virginia
courts to resolve questions of Vir-
ginia law which have arisen in those
out-of- state courts.

Another amendment would author-
ize review by appellate courts of
preliminary circuit court rulings
which would otherwise result in the
dismissal of the accused or supres-
sion ot evidence essential to the
Commonwealth’s case prior to a
trial on the merits of the case. This
limited exception to the constitu-
tional prohibition against appeals
by the Commonwealth was proposed
in response to a number of criminal
cases in which charges have been
dismissed or evidence excluded by
circuit court judges in hearings pre-
liminary to trial.

The final amendment would allow
federal, state and local government
employees, except those who .are
elected or who are employed by an
elected official, to be appointed
assistant voter registrars or officers
of elecrion.
