Bag Prices to Rise

The price of plastic trash bags sold
by the Town to residents will be in-
creased when the current supply is
depleted. The price for a box of 50
lightweight bags will increase from
$5.50 to $7.50 and for a box of 100
heavy weight bags from $18.50 to $24
{includes 4.5% Virginia sales tax).

Fires in two refineries this summer
resulted in a 51% increase in the cost
of materials used to manufacture the
bags and may also cause a shortage
in the number of bags available.

The Town’s current supplier still
offers the lowest prices of those con-
tacted. If prices decline, these sav-
ings will be passed along to residents;
however, there is no indication when,
if at all, this might occur.

Trash bags may be purchased at
Town Hall Menday through Friday from
8:15 a.m. to 4:45 p.m. Sales are made
to town residents only.
