Fuel Tank to Be Installed at Northside

A new above ground fuel storage
tank is scheduled to be installed at the
Town’s Northside Property Yard by
early next year. The new installation -
consisting of a dual compartment,
10,000 gallon, vaulted tank with con-
crete pad, lights, pumps, and electrical
connections and wiring - will replace
three underground tanks at the Nutley
Street Property Yard.

Last summer, while a monitoring
system for the underground tanks was
being installed as required by federal
regulations, one of the gasoline tanks

failed a pressure test and had to be
removed. Further excavation showed
the other gas tank and the diesel fuel
tank to be badly pitted and in need of
replacement.

The new above ground tank at
Northside will be environmentally safer
than the old underground tanks and
will not require a costly monitoring
system. The new tank will be placed
near the salt storage dome at North-
side and will not require any additional
land to be disturbed.

Council Adopts “Pooper Scooper” Law

The Town Council has adopted an
ordinance requiring dog owners to
clean up after their pets. The new
“pooper scooper” law states:

“It shall be unlawful for any own-
er, keeper or walker of a dog to fail to
immediately remove the dog’s excre-
ment from any property, other than
the dog owner’s property, on which
such dog had defecated.”

First-time offenders will be given a
warning. Subsequent violations may
result in a fine of up to $250.

Dog owners are reminded that

dogs are prohibited from playgrounds,
athletic fields and picnic areas in Town
parks because of the nuisance and
potential health hazard to park users.
People may walk their dogs outside the
restricted areas, in the stream valley
parks and in undeveloped parks such
as Northside, Moorefield and Beulah
Road. Dogs are also permitted on the
W&OD Trail as long as they are kept
on a short leash to prevent them from
crossing in front of oncoming bikers or
pedestrians.

Order Your Free Mulch Delivery Now

The Public Works Department will
begin taking orders December 1 for
delivery of mulch to town residents
free of charge. Deliveries will begin in
mid-January.

Order ground leaf mulch, ground
wood mulch, or a mixture of the two.
The minimum order for each type of
mulch is a dump truck load. To place
an order and for more information,
call the Public Works Department at
255-6382 Monday through Friday from
815 a.m. to 4:45 p.m.

Residents may pick up mulch
themselves in any amount. The mulch
is stored on Town owned property off
Beulah Road near Glyndon Park. Look
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for the sign, “Free Leaf Mulch &
Wood Mulch.”

By grinding leaves and brush into
recyclable mulch, the Town saves thou-
sands of dollars in landfill fees each
year while providing residents with
tons of free leaf and wood mulch.

Using one to two inches of mulch
to cover bare spots in the garden and
around trees, shrubs, and landscaped
areas will conserve moisture, improve
soil fertility, and reduce weed growth.

Curbside Recycling Begins January 1

Look for Recycling Bag Coupons in the Mail This Month

During December, the Town will
be sending a coupon for a free box of
recycling bags to each residence receiv-
ing curbside trash pickup. The coupon
can be redeemed for a box of Glad
brand “blue bags,” made especially for
recyclables.

Residents are to use these bags (or
any other transparent bag, including
plastic grocery bags) for Vienna’s curb-
side recycling program, which starts
next month.

Beginning January 1, 1993, house-
hold trash and recyclables will be col-
lected according to the following sche-
dule:

®Residences north of Maple Ave-
nue - Monday trash/Thursday recycla-
bles

®Residences south of Maple Ave-
nue and east of Cottage Street - Tues-
day trash/Friday recyclables

®Residences south of Maple Ave-
nue and west of Cottage Street - Wed-
nesday trash/Saturday recyclables

Residents will receive regular trash
pickup on the first collection day each
week, with the second collection day
reserved for the following recyclable
materials: newspapers, brush and other
yard waste, plastic bottles and jugs
labeled #1 and #2, glass jars and
bottles of all colors, metal food and
beverage cans, and aluminum foil.

Plastic, glass and metal are to be
placed together in the same transpar-
ent plastic bag.

Cardboard will not be picked up at
curbside initially, but may be dropped
off along with other recyclables in the
recycling bins at the Vienna Communi-
ty Center. This recycling center, which
is now funded and operated by Fairfax
County, will continue in addition to
the Town’s curbside recycling program.

The Town of Vienna is famous for
its efficient snow removal. Department
of Public Works crews begin sanding
and salting operations immediately at
the onset of snow and ice. Plowing
begins when snow has accumulated two
inches or more, with the primary
streets listed below receiving top prior-

Once these streets are passable,
snowplows can then move into residen-
tial subdivisions following established
routes. If the primaries require salt-
ing/sanding/plowing again after one
pass, this will be done before going to
the secondary streets.

Snow emergency routes within the
town are marked by signs. No parking
is allowed on these main streets during
snows so that plows can do a more
efficient job. Vehicles must have chains
or tires approved for use in the snow.

Residents who are physically able
are requested to clear snow from the
sidewalks next to their property for the
safety of pedestrians, especially school-
children. Residents who are interested
in hiring a youngster to shovel snow
can call the Department of Parks and
Recreation’s Odd Job Bank at 255-
6360. Youngsters can sign up at the
Vienna Community Center for snow
shoveling and other odd jobs.
