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Tax Benefit for Low-income Families

Families that work and have chil-
dren and earned less than $23,050 in
1993 are eligible to receive an Earned
Income Credit (EIC), a federal tax
benefit that could be as much as
$2,364, depending on the family’s
qualifications.

In addition, families with a child
born in 1993 can receive an extra ben-
efit of up to $388, and families that
pay at least part of the premiums for a
health insurance policy that includes
coverage for a child may receive an
extra credit of up to $465.

To receive the Earned Income

Credit, families must file a federal
income tax form 1040 or 1040A, even
if they owe no taxes. They must also
file a form called “Schedule EIC” with
their income tax return. To order
forms from the IRS, call 1-800-829-
3676.

Families can get free help with tax
forms through April 15 from Volunteer
Income Tax Assistance (VITA). To
find the location of the nearest VITA
site, call the IRS at 1-800-829-1040.

CHARLES A. ROBINSON, JR., was
first elected Mayor in 1976, following
20 years on the Board of Zoning Ap-
peals, Planning Commission and Town
Council. He belongs to many commu-
nity service organizations and also
represents the Town on a number of
state and regional committees. He is
retired from a career with the National
Rural Electric Cooperative Associa-
tion, and until recently, he maintained
a small law practice in Vienna. He has
lived for 43 years at 124 Courthouse
Rd., S.W.

“Vienna is a town in which both
residents and business people can take
genuine pride. Our identity as a com-
munity is strong, our business area is
vigorous, services are effective, our
streets are among the country’s safest,
residential neighborhoods are stable,
and volunteerism is strong.

attractive and financially sound com-
nunity.

“Many of our physical features like
sidewalks, parks, sewer lines and storm
water controls benefit all segmenis of
our community. Their creation and
maintenance can be costly, but I think
creative input can promote and en-
hance our facilities without overspend-
ing. I want to encourage creative ap-
proaches.

“During the past year, I attended
most sessions of the Town Council,
Planning Commission and Board of
Zoning Appeals and reported on them
to my local civic association. I believe
that as a Council member my active
community experience plus 17 years in
highway safety consulting will benefit
the citizens of Vienna.”

GEORGE E. LOVELACE has served
on Council since 1982 and is a former
member of both the Town and County
Planning Commissions. He is a tele-
communication engineer with the
General Services Administration. He is
active in a number of civic and service
organizations in Vienna and has lived
for 19 years at 425 West St., N.W.

Cottage
Street is being considered by VDOT
for rebuilding.

The Comprehensive Plan that
outlines land use policy is under re-
view. Our course of slow growth is well
established.

“Our policy of fiscal constraint
permits us to weather the economic
climate in the face of reduced residen-
tial and commercial property tax as-
sessments.

“The achievements we experience
will be because townspeople freely give
of their time to work on committees,
youth recreation activities, cultural
programs, and charitable endeavors.
The Chamber of Commerce represent-
ing our businesses and civic associa-
tions our neighborhoods round out the
factors poised to make the next two
years a period of achievement for the
town.”

MARTHA H. PRUETT served on the
Town Planning Commission for 17
years before her election to Council in
1988. She is a housewife and retired in
1985 as an instructional aide at Mar-
shall Road Elementary School. A 43-
year Vienna resident, she is a member
of numerous community organizations
and lives at 514 Kibler Cir., S.W.

“I believe there are many factors
that have contributed to making Vien-
na such a desirable place in which to
live. Our long-time policy of limited
growth and low density has ensured
the small-town quality that is so attrac-
tive.

“QOur many citizen volunteers are
at the heart of the great community
spirit so apparent in this town. They
have provided us with youth sports
programs, PTAs, garden clubs, and
dozens more service organizations,
each with its special goals but all con-
tributing immeasurably to making
Vienna a very, very special place. I am
proud to have been able to contribute
to this effort as a volunteer in Vienna
for over 35 years.

“As a Town Council member, I am
always available to hear your concerns
and try to get them resolved. As tax-
payers, we have a right to expect top
quality municipal services, and I am
always open to ideas that could further
improve Vienna’s outstanding services.
The business community also contrib-
utes substantially to the tax base and
we should be receptive to its concerns.

“I hope that all registered voters
will take the time to vote on May 3.”
