There is a charge of $10 for the flu
vaccine and $10 for the pneumococcal
pneumonia vaccine. Medicare will
cover the cost of either vaccine given
by the Health Department; bring your
Medicare card to the clinic. Medicaid
Part B will cover the cost of the vac-
cines only for those at high risk; recipi-
ents must bring their identification
cards.

Flu and pneumonia shots will also
be given at these Health Department
District offices by appointment only:
Joseph Willard Health Center in Fair-
fax City, 246-7100; Herndon-Reston
District Office, 481-4242; and Mt.
Vernon District Office, 660-7100.

Is Your Heating System Fire Safe?

Heating equipment failures or
malfunctions are one of the leading
causes of home fires. These fires could
be avoided with a little preventive
maintenance and some good fire safety
habits. Your Fairfax County Fire and
Rescue Department has these tips:

@ Never discard hot ashes inside
or near the home. Place them in a
metal container outside and well away
from the house.

eIf you use a wood-burning stove
or fireplace, have a licensed chimney
sweep clean and inspect your chimney
at least once a year.

e Install a glass or metal spark
screen in front of the fireplace and
caps on chimneys.

e Never use a flammable liquid
(gasoline, kerosene, lighter fluid, etc.)
to start a fire or rekindle a small one.

® Keep paper, clothing, trash and

other combustibles at least three feet
away from your furnace, hot water
heater, stove or fireplace.

eKeep portable heaters away from
curtains, beds and clothes. Make sure
there is at least three feet of clearance
around the heater for proper ventila-
tion. Turn heaters off when you leave
the room or go to bed. Never leave
children unattended around a portable
heater.

e Never refuel the heater while it
is operating or while it is still hot.
Always refuel outdoors. Avoid overfill-
ing.

e Be sure your space heater has
an emergency shut-off in case the
heater is tipped over.

Don’t Get Burned Buying Firewood

The Fairfax County Department of
Consumer Affairs reminds citizens to
exercise caution when buying firewood
and dealing with door-to-door sales-
persotis.

The Virginia Weights and Mea-
sures Law sets specific guidelines for
the sale of “forest products.” Under
the law, firewood is measured by the
cord or cubic foot. A cord is “the
amount of wood contained in a space
of 128 cubic feet when the wood is
ranked and well-stowed.” This means a
well-stacked wood pile 4 by 4 by 8 feet,
or 2 by 4 by 16 feet, or any other set
of dimensions that will yield a volume
of 128 cubic feet.

The terms “face cord,” “load,”
“stack” and “rack” are frequently used
by wood peddlers to represent a vol-
ume less than the 128 cubic feet re-
quired for a cord. The law states that
when any term other than “cord” is
used to identify the volume of wood, it
must be followed by a statement indi-
cating the exact number of cubic feet
or fraction of a cord.

Under Virginia regulations, a fire-
wood seller, whether a doer-to-door

peddler or an established company,
should furnish a written sales invoice
or delivery ticket specifying the name
and address of both vendor and pur-
chaser, delivery date, quantity deliv-
ered, purchase price, signature of the
vendor, and peddler’s license number
if purchased from a door-to-door sales-
person. Wood should be stacked and
measured the day it is received. In the
event less wood is received than paid
for, a receipt is needed to help prove
the alleged shortage. A canceled check
is not the same as a receipt.

Peddlers working in Vienna are re-
quired to be licensed by the Town and
must display the license on their vehi-
cles. Failure to obtain a license or
misrepresentation of merchandise is
illegal. Any wood peddler who refuses
to show a license or refuses to define
exactly what buyers will get for their
money should be reported immediately
to the police at 255-6366. A prompt
report, including a description of the
peddler and, if possible, a vehicle
license number, will aid the police in
protecting consumers.
