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Special Pickup Deadline October 1
Please Follow These Special Pickup Guidelines

Wednesday, October 1, is the last day to call for a Special Pickup in 1997.
Residents are asked to follow the guidelines below to ensure an efficient Special Pickup:

® Building materials — wood, broken concrete, building brick and block, fences, drywall and paneling — will be picked up. Masonry
items such as concrete, brick, block, stone, rock, etc. are limited to 300 pounds per pickup (about two wheelbarrow loads). Building materials
generated by contractors and/or persons employed by homeowners to renovate, repair and/or perform maintenance on their homes will not be
picked up.

® Sod, small stumps, brush, trees and limbs of a diameter greater than 1'% inches and less than 6 inches and no more than 8 feet in length
will be picked up. The Special Pickup crews do not collect any tree parts over six inches in diameter. Most logs are greater than six inches
and, therefore, they are not acceptable. The reason for this regulation is that the tub grinder used by the Public Works Department to make
wood mulch cannot handle tree parts over this size. Logs, stumps and other large tree parts can be disposed of at the Fairfax County Transfer
Station on West Ox Road or at the County Landfill in Lorton. Leaves are not picked up by Special Pickup crews.

® Discarded furniture, swing sets and playground equipment will be picked up.

@ Up to 300 pounds of scrap metal and small automobile parts such as engine blocks, transmissions and tires will be picked up. Tires
must be removed from the rim. Whole automobile bodies will not be picked up.

@ Two major appliances per residence will be picked up. These include stoves, refrigerators, dishwashers, washers, dryers, hot water
heaters, air conditioners and furnaces.

® Old heating oil tanks, gas tanks, and pressurized tanks such as propane, air or freon will not be picked up. Fuel tanks, paint cans, in-
secticides, and other hazardous wastes, and biohazardous waste including needles and syringes, will not be picked up. For information about
hazardous waste disposal, call 324-5068.

@ Please separate brush, appliances, building materials, etc. from each other. This makes it easier for pickup crews to salvage recyclable
items, reducing the amount of debris taken to the landfill.

® For the safety of Special Pickup crews, please separate large pieces of glass from other discards.
® Residents of comer lots are requested to place discards in front of the property, not on the side.

® Please keep Special Pickup items away from regular trash and recyclables, fire hydrants, water meters, gas valves, fences and utility
poles.

Stopping at Bicycle Crossings

A Casmar Street, S.E., resident writes:

“What exactly are the requirements for stopping at a bicycle crossing, both from the
perspective of bicycle riders and drivers? While this may seem like a trivial matter, I think
it’s worth addressing as a matter of safety. It has always been my belief that bicycle crossings
are essentially crosswalks, and drivers must stop for riders/runners/walkers at the crossings.
Unfortunately, when I stop my car at a crossing, | am often nearly rear-ended by drivers be-
hind me. Similarly, I believe that when I am using the bike path, cars must stop for me when
I’m at a crossing. There scems to be a general lack of knowledge among the public, and, in
fact, I can find no mention of this in the Virginia driving manual.”

Under the Vienna Bikeway Plan (Chapter 21 of the Town Code) anyone riding a bicycle
on town streets is subject to the State Motor Vehicle Code and shall have all of the same
rights and duties applicable to the driver of a motor vehicle. However, there are special pro-
visions in the State Code applying to bicycles, one of which states that a person riding a bi-
cycle across a roadway or a crosswalk shall have the rights and duties of a pedestrian under
the same circumstances.

It should be noted that, generally speaking, where a bike path in the Town of Vienna
crosses a public street or roadway, stop signs or other traffic control devices are placed so as
to control the movement of traffic on the bike path, and the bicyclist must stop at such signs
and yield the right-of-way to the traffic on the roadway.

Another special provision of the State Code allows bicycles to be ridden on sidewalks
unless prohibited by the local jurisdiction. In the Town of Vienna, children under 11 years
old may ride a bike on any public sidewalk, and bicyclists of any age may ride on sidewalks
wherever it is hazardous to ride in the roadway. No one is permitted to ride a bike on a side-
walk in any private shopping center. A bicyclist on a sidewalk must yield the right-of-way to

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Dry Spell’s Effect
On Town Trees

During this summer’s dry spell, the Vi-
enna Parks and Recreation Department has
received calls from concerned citizens stat-
ing that certain Town trees look “bad” and
need watering. Unfortunately, the depart-
ment has neither the manpower nor the
equipment to water all the Town’s trees, so
the general rules we follow are:

e Trees in their first growing season are
watered once a week.

» Second-season trees are watered every
other week.

e Third-season trees are watered once a
month.

Afler the third season, trees are consid-
ered established and on their own. To bor-
row a medical term, it’s a “triage” situation.
Trees planted in the last three years get pri-
ority because they will suffer severely or
even die if not watered sufficiently. Older
trees may drop their leaves and look bad;
however, because they have established root
systems and internal food/energy reserves,
they will live through the drought and begin
new growth again next spring when condi-
tions are more favorable.

Bees Bugging You?

Citizens are reminded that cans and bot-
tles should be rinsed thoroughly before recy-
cling. It’s bee season, and bees are attracted
to the sugary residue commonly found in
bottles and cans. The best weapon against
bees is soap and waler.

Bee problems generally peak in the fall,
so use caution when approaching the drop-
off containers near the Vienna Community
Center. After the first freeze, problems with
bees should end.

Drivers Must Stop For School Buses

FFairfax County public schools reopen on Tuesday, Seplember 2. Your Transporta-
tion Safety Commission reminds motorists to DRIVE SMART, VIENNA, especially in

and around school zones and school crossings.

The law requires motorists to stop for school buses taking on or discharging passen-
gers and to remain stopped until the passengers are out of the street and the bus is again
underway. This applies to drivers approaching from any direction. The only exception to
the rule is when the motorist is physically separated from the slopped bus, for example,
by a median strip on a divided highway or a service road.

Passing a stopped school bus is a serious offense that endangers the lives of Vienna’s
children. The Vienna Police Department will be making an extra effort to enforce this law
and will charge violators with reckless driving. In addition, the bus driver is authorized to
obtain a summons from a magistrate for the owner of any vehicle that illegally passes a
school bus. To report violations, call the Police Department at 255-6366. Children
should be cautioned to look in all directions and make sure all vehicles are stopped before

crossing the street to and from the bus.

Rabies Increasing
In Fairfax County

The Fairfax County Health Department
has issued a citizen alert concerning several
recent incidents of rabies detected in ani-
mals in the county. Most animal rabies is
spread by foxes, raccoons and other wild
animals; however, human exposure is usu-
ally through dogs and cats. The Health De-
partment urges all citizens to protect them-
selves from rabies by having current vacci-
nations for pets and by avoiding contact
with wild or stray animals,

If your pet is attacked or bitten by an-
other animal, report it to the Town’s Animal
Warden at 255-6377 or the Health Depart-
ment at 246-2433. Keep your pets on a
leash or on your property and don’t let them
roam free. Don’t leave garbage or pet food
outside where it may attract wild or stray
animals. Stay away from animals not known
to you, even if they seem friendly. If you see
an animal acting strangely, report it to the
Animal Warden,

If you are bitten, wash the wound thor-
oughly with soap and lots of water and call
your doctor immediately. If possible, cap-
ture the animal under a box or try to identify
it before it runs away, and call the Animal
Warden to pick up the animal. Report the
bite to the Health Department.

Older Worker Program

The Fairfax County Older Worker Program assists eligible county residents aged 55 and
older with limited income in preparing for and finding employment. Training and job devel-
opment services are provided free of charge to participants and employers.

BEAUTY TIP: Remember these
rules when composting: DO INCLUDE
paper, sawdust, wood chips, straw, leaves,
vegetable and fruit trimmings, legume
plants and other garden waste, manure,
eggshells, coffee grounds, nut hulls (ex-
cept black walnut, which 1s toxic to most
plants), pine needles, pond weeds, and salt
hay. DO NOT USE charcoal, coal ashes
(toxic to plants), animal food byproducts
or pel waste, diseased plants, or weeds
with seed heads.
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
