This Month in History

from the Vienna Newsletter archives

DECEMBER 1994 — The Town of Vienna has agreed to join with other local juris-
dictions in Virginia, Maryland and the District of Columbia in the Washington Metro-
politan Council of Governments Water Supply Emergency Plan. The plan was formulated
over the past year, following last winter’s “boil water” alert. The plan details steps to be
taken by local governments and drinking water utilifies to coordinate actions in the event
of a regional water emergency.

DECEMBER 1984 — Town officials have received a number of calls about news re-
ports concerning a chemical in the Town’s water supply called trihalomethane (THM).
The Town wishes to assure citizens that Vienna’s water meets all federal and state regula-
tions governing water quality. THM’s exist in all water systems that use chlorine to disin-
fect the water. The EPA has established a limit of 10 ppb of THM for all water systems
serving a population of over 10,000. As of December, the level of THM in the Town sys-
tem was 8 ppb.

DECEMBER 1974 — The Town Council approved dropping consideration of con-
necting several streets in southeast Vienna as indicated on the Traffic Circulation Plan.
No connections will be made from Locust Street to Hine Street across Wolftrap Creek,
Branch Road to Talahi Road, Park Street to Electric Avenue via Dominion Road, and
Glyndon Street across the Washington and Old Dominion Railway.

I strongly suggest that if the
Town Council wants to hold fast on the dis-
continuation of this service, that we resi-
dents of Vienna who are displeased with tax
increases and service decreases should ex-
press that dissatisfaction by electing a new
Town Council that will listen to the input
and wishes of the citizens of Vienna.”

I am so
pleased that we have on the Town Council
someone vigilant about keeping our town’s
small-town character. As a 15-year resident
of Vienna, | have seen whole neighborhood
changes, some done in good taste and some
questionable plans. | hope the Town Coun-
cil will please keep in mind how humon-
gous castle houses in the midst of simple
unpretentions ramblers are so out of sync
with the neighborhood.”

A northeast resident writes: “In his
‘Comment from the Council Table’ on
commercial parking in the November
newsletter, Councilman Lovelace states,
‘The Town can purchase property ... and
construct a municipal parking structure that
could be revenue generating ...." I'd like to
point out that, so far as I know, there cur-
rently are no parking meters or pay parking
lots in the Town of Vienna, and I, for one,
would like to keep it that way. The parking
garages at Reston’s Town Center, for ex-
ample, are free, and this fact helps make the
Town Center a popular destination. If Res-
ton can support free parking, why can’t Vi-
enna?”

Vienna’s Local Government:
Serving With Excellence

One of my main priorities as a Coun-
cil member has been to work toward a
more efficient and accountable local gov-
ernment in Vienna. So, in preparing this
article, I challenged the Town Manager
and department heads to list major accom-
plishments, achievements, recognitions
and new innovative programs that would
demonstrate the quality of local govern-
ance we experience as part of Vienna’s
“small-town character.”

Let me tell you, | was amazed at the
volume of accomplishments provided by
the staff. I could easily fill the whole
newsletter — but I only have one page. So,
below I've highlighted just a few of the
many examples of how Vienna is setting
the pace for quality local government and
providing excellent services to our citi-
zens.

Vienna — A Great Place to Live and Play

e 478 new residents during the first 10
months of 2004 (up 13% over 2003)

e  Expanded youth and adult recreation-
al and sports opportunities; renovated
ballfields, tennis and basketball courts
around Town; and new special events
and group trips

inspected; 40 water line breaks fixed;
1,000 hydrants flushed; and 100 man-
hours spend on lead testing

Beginning Dec. 1

The Public Works Department will
take orders December 1-February 28 for
mulch to be delivered free of charge to
town residents beginning in mid-January.
To place your order, call the “Mulch Line”
recording, 703-255-6388, and leave your
name, address, daytime phone number,
type of mulch desired (wood or leaf) and
the number of loads to be delivered. One
load is estimated to be about the size of a
VW Beetle, or 2-2.5 cubic yards. Half
loads are available on request.

Please note the following important
conditions:
® Mulch deliveries will be placed only in
the driveway at the end closest to the
house.
® Once mulch is delivered, it becomes the
property of the homeowner and the Town
will not remove any excess mulch or-
dered. .

Residents may pick up mulch them-
selves in any amount between the hours of
7:30 a.m. and 3 p.m. Monday through Fri-
day from January 2 through March 30. The
mulch is stored on Town-owned property
off Beulah Road near Glyndon Park. Look
for the sign, “Free Leaf Mulch & Wood
Mulch.”

By grinding leaves and brush into re-
cyclable mulch, the Town saves thousands
of dollars in landfill fees each year while
providing residents with tons of free leaf
and wood mulch. Using one to two inches
of mulch to cover bare spots in the garden
and around trees, shrubs, and landscaped
areas will conserve moisture, improve soil
fertility, and reduce weed growth.

Please Shovel Snow If Possible

Residents who are physically able are requested to shovel snow from sidewalks next
to their property for the safety of pedestrians, especially schoolchildren. Although some
Jurisdictions in our area have adopted ordinances requiring residents to shovel sidewalks,
the Town of Vienna has no such requirement, mainly because it would impose a hardship
on elderly and disabled residents.

Vienna area teens are available to shovel snow and help with other odd jobs. The teen
and the person needing the work decide on the amount to be paid for the service. Teens
can sign up at the Community Center, and residents can call 703-255-6360 to be matched
with a young worker,

Town businesses that hire snowplows to clear their parking lots should make sure that
snow is not piled onto adjoining sidewalks or pushed into the street. Also, it is illegal to
block handicapped parking spaces with snow.

The Town of Vienna Police Department and the Vienna Volunteer Fire
Department have united to implement an inclement weather program. In
the event of severe weather, widespread power outages, or hazardous
road conditions, a “check on the welfare” telephone call list will be ac-
tivated and, if needed, a temporary emergency shelter will be opened
and kept in operation either until the Fairfax County Disaster Opera-
tions Center can open a shelter or until the situation resolves itself.

This program was designed in response to the severe ice storm that
struck the town during the winter of 1998-99 and is directed at citizens
who have special needs, such as the elderly, the physically challenged
and individuals with severe medical conditions. The purpose of the pro-
gram is twofold: first, in the event of severe weather to provide a point
of contact to check on the status of each individual on the list, and sec-
ond, if needed, to provide a temporary shelter location until the power
has been restored, a longer-term shelter is opened, or the weather and
road conditions improve.
