Yard Sale
Regulations

¢ Each residence and/or family house-
hold may conduct no more that two yard
sales during any calendar year. No permit
is required.

* Each sale must be conducted during
daylight hours for no more than two con-
secutive weekends (Saturday and Sunday).

* To advertise your sale, two signs of
not more than two square feet each are per-
mitted at the residence where the sale is be-
ing conducted.

* Four additional signs of not more
than two square feet each are permitted, as
directional signs, provided permission is
received from the owners of the property
where the signs are to be placed.

* No sign may be exhibited more than
two days prior to the start of the sale.

* Signs are not allowed in Town right-
of-way (10 feet from the curb or edge of
pavement) or on utility poles. All signs
placed illegally will be removed.

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Real Estate Tax Due Next Month

The first installment on 2005 Town of Vienna real estate tax bills is due on July
28. Mailed payments must be postmarked on or before that date to avoid penalties
and interest. Late payments will be assessed a penalty of 10% or $5, whichever is
greater, along with interest at 10%, which accrues until payment is made.

If you pay your real estate taxes directly to the Town rather than through a mort-
gage company and you do not receive your bill by July 15, please call the Real Estate
Office at Town Hall, 703-255-6325.

If your Vienna taxes are paid through your mortgage company and you receive
the tax bill, please notity your mortgage company immediately.

If you have sold the property and are not responsible for the tax bill you receive,
please notify the real estate office immediately.

To pay by credit card online, go to www.ci.vienna.va.us/Town_Departments/on
linepay.htm. To pay by phone with a credit card, call 1-888-2PAYTAX (1-888-272-
9829) and use the Jurisdiction Code 1094 for real estate. Make sure you record the
confirmation number given to you at the end of the transaction, as this will serve as
your proof of payment.

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County Announces
Emergency Alert
Network

Fairfax County’s Office of Emergency
Management and Office of Public Affairs
have announced the creation of the Com-
munity Emergency Alert Network, or
CEAN. The CEAN will be used by County
officials to deliver important emergency
alerts, notifications and updates to County
residents during a major crisis or emer-
gency.

Messages will be delivered to e-mail
accounts, cell phones (text messaging costs
may apply; check with your service pro-
vider), text pagers, satellite phones and
wireless PDAs registered on the system.
Persons registered on the CEAN will be
provided a personal connection to real-time
updates, instructions on where to go, pro-
tective actions that need to be taken, and
other important information.

Alerts may include personal safety,
weather, major accidents involving utilities
or roadways, or disasters such as a terrorist
attack. In addition, residents may also reg-
ister for any or all of the additional CEAN
alert categories: County government clos-
ings/schedule changes, severe traffic dis-
ruptions, severe weather 24/7 and severe
weather 8 am. - 5 p.m., Monday - Friday.

Drive Safely
in Parking Lots

Safe driving should not end when you
enter a parking lot. The standard “rules of
the road” should be followed.

In Vienna, public parking lots de-
signed to accommodate 50 or more vehi-
cles are subject to police enforcement of
the same traffic regulations as on town
streets, and a speed of 15 mph is the
maximum allowed in these parking lots.

In addition, it is illegal to cut through
parking lots to avoid traffic lights or stop
signs at intersections.
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Town Receives U.S. Flag
from Military Mission in lraq

Last Christmas, 20 boxes and 70 stockings filled with holiday goodies donated by
Vienna residents were sent by the Vienna Parks and Recreation Department to U.S. ser-
vicemen and women stationed in Iraq.

Flag Day Etiquette Reviewed

June 14 is Flag Day, the anniversary of the adoption of the “Stars and Stripes” as our
nation’s flag in 1777. It was officially established by the Proclamation of President
Woodrow Wilson in 1916, but it was not until 1949 that President Harry Truman signed
an Act of Congress designating June 14 of each year as National Flag Day.

All residents and businesses are encouraged to fly the flag, not only on special holi-
days but throughout the entire year. Thanks to Vienna’s Dyer-Gunnell American Legion
Post 180 for providing these “flag etiquette” rules:

F Tt is the universal custom to display the flag only from sunrise to sunset on build-
ings and stationary flagstaffs in the open. However, when a patriotic effect is desired, the
flag may be displayed 24 hours a day if properly illuminated during the hours of dark-
ness.

# The flag should not be displayed on days when the weather is inclement, except
when an all-weather flag is displayed.

# The flag should never touch anything beneath it, such as the ground, the floor,
water, or merchandise.

# Flags may be washed or dry-cleaned.

The Right Way to Dispose of Old Flags

When no longer serviceable, U.S. flags should be destroyed in a dignified way, pref-
erably by burning. Look for red, white and blue flag disposal “mailboxes” at Vienna
American Legion Post 180, 330 Center St., N., at the Cherry Street end of the Vienna
Volunteer Fire Department parking lot and at the parking of the Vienna Assembly of
God, corner of Church Street and Dominion Road.

Car Alarm

Can Enhance
Home Security

A southeast Vienna resident writes:
“Your home radio receives radio waves
which pass through the walls. Your car re-
mote control is a radio wave transmitter.
When you press the panic button indoors, a
radio wave is transmitted through your
home’s walls to the radio antenna on your
car to activate the alarm and flashing lights.

“Dialing 911 to report a crime, fire or
medical emergency may be combined with
pressing the panic button on your car re-
mote control to activate your car alarm and
flashing lights to alert neighbors, who can
provide a house key to emergency person-
nel. The alarm and flashing lights may aid
emergency personnel when locating your
home. In case of a burglar, prowler or van-
dal, the alarm and flashing lights may
cause the suspect to leave. If a stranger
rings your doorbell and then behaves sus-
piciously, or if you become aware of a sus-
pect tampering with your car, dial 911 and
press the panic button. When indoors, if
you are unsure whether you locked the car,
press the lock button.”

A word of caution from Vienna police
officer and crime prevention specialist Vir-
ginia Palmore: A vehicle car alarm may at-
tract attention from the neighbors, but it
may not. Many car alarms are ignored and
often cause annoyance. If you choose to
use your car alarm as a ““panic button,” do
so after the police have been alerted the
old-fashioned way by calling 703-938-
4900 or 911.

Recycled Cell Phones Benefit Police

Do you have an unused cell phone sitting on a shelf or in a drawer? The Vienna Po-
lice Department, at 215 Center St., S., is a drop-off point for donating mobile phones as
well as pagers and PDAs (such as Palm Pilots).

The Police Department has partnered with CollectiveGood, a company that recycles
cell phones in an environmentally and socially responsible manner, and the Police De-
partment receives a small payment for each device turned in. Funds are used to purchase
crime prevention educational materials.

Why recycle cell phones? The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has estab-
lished that mobile phones count as hazardous waste, due to their content of lead, mercury,
cadmium and arsenic. Recycling your old cell phone and keeping it out of the landfill is
an easy way to help protect the environment.

CollectiveGood sends recycled phones to developing countries, where they serve
useful, longer lives and offer affordable communications, in many cases the first modern
communications.

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Agreement Signed to Protect
Trees on W&OD Trail

Dominion Virginia Power and the Northern Virginia Regional Park Authority
(NVRPA) have signed an agreement to enhance tree preservation along the W&OD Re-
gional Trail. The agreement culminates a year of controversy over Dominion’s aggres-
sive tree cutting and vegetation removal practices.

NVRPA has owned and operated the 45-mile long W&OD Trail for more than 25
years. The multi-use trail is built on the former railroad right-of-way purchased from
Dominion Virginia Power’s predecessor corporation. Dominion retains a right-of-way
easement along the property that allows the company to maintain its transmission lines
and remove any vegetation that may threaten those lines, an essential safeguard for pub-
lic health, safety and electric service reliability.

For the last year, Dominion has faced considerable community opposition as a result
of its extensive vegetation removal program on the highly used and popular trail that
runs through Arlington, the City of Falls Church, Vienna, Reston, Herndon and into
Loudoun County.

The agreement provides guidelines to plant and maintain “the right tree in the right
place” and also governs the use of herbicides by Dominion. Details of the document in-
clude establishing criteria for tree species and use of an Advance Patrol Team of arbor-
ists and NVRPA and Dominion representatives to determine actions before trees are cut
or vegetation removed.

Hot Cars Deadly to Children and Pets

Children should never be left alone inside a car, even for a few minutes. In the last
10 years, more than 300 children nationwide — most of them age 3 and younger — died
from heat stroke after being trapped in a car.

Many parents mistakenly think they can leave a child in a vehicle while running a
“quick” errand. Unfortunately, just a few minutes can lead to tragedy. Heat is much
more dangerous to children than it is to adults. When left in a hot vehicle, a young
child’s core body temperature can increase three to five times faster than that of an adult,
causing permanent injury or death. When the outside temperature is 93°F, even with a
window cracked, the temperature inside a car can reach 125°F in just 20 minutes.

Animals can also suffer and die when left inside parked cars, even on mildly warm
days. If you see a child or a pet left alone in a car, take down the car’s color, model,
make, and license plate number and have the owner paged if inside a business, or call the
Police Department at 703-255-6366.

Grass and Weeds Must Be Trimmed

The Town Code specifies that grass and weeds may not exceed 6 inches in height
within 100 feet of any street or adjacent property line.

The Town Code also restricts the height of bushes, hedges, and other plantings (and
fences) to three feet above the curb level within 25 feet of an intersection. Keeping foli-
age trimmed makes it easier for pedestrians and bicyclists to see approaching vehicles.

Every resident’s effort to keep grass and plantings trimmed will help make Vienna a
safer and more attractive community.

Report Dead Birds
to Health Dept.

The Fairfax County Health Department
asks residents to report dead birds to help
with the County’s ongoing surveillance and
tracking of West Nile virus.

If you find a dead bird near your home
or business, you now have several options
to report it to the Health Department. Call
the agency’s dead bird reporting line at 703-
246-2300, send an e-mail to fightthebite(@

Jairfaxcounty.gov or visit www. fairfax

county.gov/fightthebite.

Please provide your name and phone
number, the date the bird was found, the lo-
cation of the bird and the type of bird, if
known, or a description of it.

The Health Department reminds resi-
dents to avoid handling any dead animal
with bare hands and to dispose of a dead
bird by double-bagging it and placing it in
the garbage.

West Nile virus is spread to birds,
horses, humans and other mammals through
the bite of an infected mosquito. Most peo-
ple bitten do not get sick, and people who
do get sick usually suffer a mild flu-like ill-
ness. People over age 50 are at greatest risk
of serious illness, such as encephalitis (in-
flammation of the brain) or meningitis (in-
flammation of the lining of the brain and
spinal cord).

Residents need to continue to limit
mosquito-breeding areas by tipping and
tossing standing water. Using an insect re-
pellent containing up to 30% DEET will
also help protect against the virus.
