NOVEMBER 1995 — The Vienna Police Department has created a Youth Resource
Officer position, funded through a federal grant, in response to the many and diverse
problems among Vienna’s juveniles. The Youth Resource Officer will assist troubled ju-
veniles and their families and develop positive, proactive programs in the schools and the
community such as this month’s drug awareness seminar for parents.

NOVEMBER 1985 — The Town of Vienna was saddened by the death of long-time
Director of Finance W. Gordon Brady. Mr. Brady was Vienna’s first Director of Finance.
He developed a sound accounting system for the Town at a very difficult time in its fi-
nancial history and was always recognized as a person of unquestioned integrity. Mr.
Brady also participated in many Vienna Halloween Parades as a member of the Shriners
drum and bugle corps.

NOVEMBER 1975 — After nearly nine years, the debates concerning the width of
Park Street, S.E., may be over. Council agreed at its November 17 meeting to pursue con-
struction of Park Street to a maximum width of 36 feet its entire length from Maple Ave-
nue to Fardale Street. The street is currently only 18 to 20 feet wide, has dangerous soft
shoulders and poor drainage. The estimated cost of the project is approximately $1 mil-
lion.

NOVEMBER 1965 — The new Master Street Plan will guide Vienna’s future street
construction program. The Town is now acquiring the right-of-way necessary for the
widening to four lanes of the remiander of the east end of Maple Avenue to the town lim-
its. The project, when completed, will extend from Park Street to Tysons Corner.

Recycle Motor Qil,
Antifreeze, Batteries

used motor oil, antifreeze and car batteries
is Saturday, December 3, from 8 a.m. to 2
p-m. at Northside Property Yard, 600 Mill
St., N.E. Citizens can dispose of vehicle

waste products in a convenient and envi- r
ronmentally responsible way. For more in-
formation, call 703-255-6381. On the last l
recycling day, September 10, approximate-

ly 200 gallons of oil, 12 gallons of anti-
freeze and 25 batteries were collected.

Too often, used oil is improperly
poured down storm drains or into sewers.
Just one quart of oil can pollute 250,000
gallons of water, releasing toxic metals
such as lead, cadmium and arsenic into the
environment, Recycled oil is a valuable re-
source that can be re-manufactured into
new fuels.

Antifreeze, like oil, can contaminate
water and should never be disposed of in
drains or sewers. In addition, antifreeze
stored around the house presents a great
danger to children and pets; it tastes sweet
but is deadly poison.

Improper disposal of automobile bat-
teries is a leading cause of lead contamina-
tion in landfills and energy recovery facili-
ties. In Virginia it is illegal to dispose of
automobile batteries with refuse.

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Real Estate Tax Due Next Month

The second installment on 2005 Town of Vienna real estate tax bills is due on
December 5. Mailed payments must be postmarked on or before that date to avoid
penalties and interest. Late payments will be assessed a penalty of 10% or $5, which-
ever is greater, along with interest at 10%, which accrues until payment is made.

If you pay your real estate taxes directly to the Town rather than through a mort-
gage company and you do not receive your bill by November 15, please call the Real
Estate Office at Town Hall, 703-255-6325.

If your Vienna taxes are paid through your mortgage company and you receive
the tax bill, please notify your mortgage company immediately.

If you have sold the property and are not responsible for the tax bill you receive,
please notify the real estate office immediately.

To pay by credit card online, go to www.ci.vienna.va.us/Town_Departments/on
linepay.htm. To pay by phone with a credit card, call 1-888-2PAYTAX (1-888-272-
9829) and use the Jurisdiction Code 1094 for real estate. Make sure you record the
confirmation number given to you at the end of the transaction, as this will serve as
your proof of payment.

Proposed Ordinance Would Ban
On-street Boat, Trailer & RV Parking

At its November 21 meeting, the Town Council will hold a public hearing on a
proposed ordinance to prohibit parking of watercraft, boat trailers, motor homes and
camping trailers on public streets. The meeting will begin at 8 p.m. in the Council
Chamber at Town Hall. Interested citizens are encouraged to attend the hearing and
express their views on this issue.

The proposed ordinance was prepared at the request of Council in response to
changes made by the Virginia General Assembly last session that allow Fairfax
County and towns within its boundaries to regulate parking of these vehicles. If
adopted, the ordinance would take effect February 1, 2006, after which vehicles
parked in violation of the ordinance would be subject to parking citations and could
be towed at the owners’ expense.
